From the Pastor, Fr. Bobby LeBlanc

Dear Friends in Christ,

A blessed Third Sunday of Lent to you all.

The Lenten season can feel long as we continue to embrace the disciplines of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. There

may be days when we are tempted to break our fast or to indulge in the very thing we promised to give up. There may
be moments when our commitment to daily prayer begins to waver. My friends, it is precisely at those moments that
we must fix our eyes on the Cross and look ahead to Calvary on Good Friday.

Patrick O’Connor, will
offer two spiritual talks, and lunch will be provided.
