may help us grow in faith and love until his Son returns in glory: 
let us pray to the Lord.

For people of every race and nation.
that they may acknowledge the one true God and seek his kingdom 
– a kingdom of justice, love and peace in the Holy Spirit: 
let us pray to the Lord.

For greater vocations in the Church.
For those who hear the call of Christ to serve the Church as priests, deacons, vowed religious and in lay ministry, may the Holy Spirit strengthen and guide them in discerning their vocation: 
let us pray to the Lord.

For those who have died.
For all those who have gone before us marked with the sign of faith, 
may they now share in the joy of the Resurrection of Christ: 
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
