Marcos 1, 1-8: Allanen |os senderos del Seqar

En los tiempos que escribe el profeta Isafas el pueblo de Israel se
encuentra en el exilio de Babilonia y es inminente un posible retorno a la tierra
de Israel. Isafas da aliento a su pueblo diciéndoles que ya han satisfecho |a
pena que tenia estipulada por sus culpas, satisfaccidn lograda por medio de la
esclavitud y los trabajos forzosos que han vivido en Babilonia. Ahora vendra un
mensajero, al que el escritor no pone nombre, proclamando que todo monte
sea rebajado, allanando, aplanado para hacer una senda a nuestro Dios que
regresa triunfante a Jerusalén conduciendo a su pueblo como en otro tiempo
lo hizo con los israelitas saliendo de Egipto. El escritor ha tomado una
costumbre de su época, seqin la cual cuando un rey ganaba una guerra o una
batalla se hacian caminos ceremoniales en los cuales se celebraba el triunfo
del rey sobre sus enemigos. Asimismo Yahvé es el Sefior, el Dios de Israel que
retorna glorioso triunfante a Jerusalén por un camino preparado por I, El
mensajero anuncia a todo el pueblo esta noticia, noticia de esperanza y de
alegria para una comunidad que vivia marginacion y explotacion. Los
evangelistas han asociado a este mensajero que prepara el retorno de Yahvé
con Juan el Bautista.

El Salmo canta |a esperanza del pueblo desterrado que ahora retorna.
Ellos se preguntan hasta cuando Dios estaré alejados de ellos, y la respuesta
es unanime: £l mora en aguellos que le son fieles. Ese dia Yahve se hara
presente. La justicia y la paz reinarén y las cosechas, que no han producido lo
esperado, prosperaran. Es un himno al Dios compasivo que ahora retorna a su
tierra para hacerla fructificar. Es la espera y la esperanza en un futuro mejor.

La sequnda lectura de la carta de Pedro, nos sitia dentro del debate
sobre el dia de |a sequnda venida del Sefior. La comunidad para la que esta
dirigida la carta de Pedro se preguntaba cuando seria ese dia en que
Jesucristo resucitado volveria. En un principio se les habia dicho que pronto
pero pasaba el tiempo y no retornaba. El apastol e responde diciéndole que el
Sefior no se retrasa en el cumplimiento de la promesa como ellos suponen,
sino que usa de la paciencia de |os hombres queriendo que todos llequen a la
salvacicn; porque un dia es como mil afios y mil afios como un dia para el Sefior.,
En ese dia se inaugurara un nuevo cielo y nueva tierra. Lo que nosotros
tenemos que hacer es esforzarnos para ser hallados en paz ante él, y ésta
debe ser una actitud permanente pues no sabemos el dia en que vendra. Pedro
anima a la espera a una comunidad impaciente, y més que a una espera a vivir
esperanzadamente en un futuro mejor. No niega que haya problemas en la
comunidad (divisiones, persecuciones), pero lo que nos debe identificar como
cristianos es la confianza en un futuro mejor.

El evangelio de Marcos se centra en |a predicacian de Juan el Bautista. En
el se cumple |a profecia de Malaguias seqin la cual vendra un mensajero delante
del Mesias (que seria Elias); y del profeta Isaias que expresa la misidn del
precursor preparar el camino de aquel que ha de venir. Juan proclamaba un
bautismao de conversidn el cual era signo del perddn de los pecados y que implicaba
el compromiso de cambio de vida. Predicaba un castigo inminente de Dios y ante
esa amenaza debiamos reconocernos pecadores, débiles, que hemos fallado, por
o cual el bautismo era expresian de un real cambio de vida y no solo un simple
rito. Esta predicacian era muy aceptada por las gentes de Jerusalén y de Judea,
especialmente los mas pobres (luego evangelistas nos dirén que los fariseos y los

doctores de la ley, personas importantes, no creyeron en él). Caracteriza a Juan
su vestimenta y su dieta, que indicaban su talante profético. Se viste a si porque
|as tradiciones de la época identificaban con estos rasgos a los profetas. La venida
inminente de quien bautizard en Espiritu, es la esperanza que el grupo de
sequidores de Juan arraiga en su corazon.

|a vida; es posible un futuro mejor, porque el Sefior es fiel a quienes asumen los
valores de la verdad, de la justicia, de |a fraternidad. Todas estas esperanzas que
nos invitan las lecturas, como cristianas, las leemos en Jesiis, sobre todo en este
tiempo de espera alegre de la Navidad, espera de un nuevo mundo. Que nuestra
esperanza sepa dar testimonio ante el mundo de que un futuro mejor, en medio de
