La liturgia del Domingo de Ramos nos introduce ya en la Semana
Santa. Asocia dos momentos radicalmente contrapuestos, separados tan sdlo
por pocos dias de diferencia: |a acogida gloriosa de Jesis en Jerusalén y su
implacable ajusticiamiento en el Golgota, el "hosanna” con los saludos
desbordantes de jbilo y el “icrucificalo!” con los improperios cargados de
desprecio.

Acaso nos preguntamos sorprendidos: &0ué pasa en tan breve lapso
de tiempo? &Por qué este cambio radical de actitud? dComo es posible que los
gritos jubilosos de “hosanna” (es decir: “salvanos”) y "bendito el que viene"
con que reconocian y acogian al Mesias-Hijo de David se trocasen tan pronto
eninsultos, golpes, burlas, interminables latigazos y en un definitivo desprecio
y rechazo: “iA ése no! iA Barrabés!... a ése icrucificalo, crucificalol"?

Una explicacidn sin duda es la manipulacion a la que es sometida la
muchedumbre. Como sucede también en nuestros dias, quien carece de
sentido critico tiende a plegarse a la “opinidn publica”, a “lo que dicen los
demés”, dejandose arrastrar facilmente en sus opiniones y acciones por |o que
“la mayoria” piensa o hace. &No hacen o mismo hoy muchos enemigos de la
|glesia que hallando eco en los poderosos medios de comunicacian social
presentan “la verdad sobre Jesds” para que muchos hijos de la Iglesia griten
nuevamente "crucifiquenlo” y "crucifiquen a Su lglesia"? En el caso de Jesis,
como en muchos otros casos, la “opinian poblica” es continuamente
manipulada héabilmente por un pequefio grupo de poder que quiere quitar a
Cristo de en medio.

Pero la asombrosa facilidad para cambiar de actitud tan
radicalmente con respecto a Jesis no debe hacernos pensar tanto en “los
demas”, o sefalar a la masa para sentirnos exculpados, sino que debe
hacernos reflexionar  humildemente en nuestra propia volubilidad e
inconsistencia. 4Cuéntas veces arrepentidos, emaocionados, tocados
profundamente por un encuentro can el Sefior, convencidos de que Cristo es
la respuesta a todas nuestras busquedas de felicidad, de que El es EL SENDR,
|e abrimos las puertas de nuestra mente y de nuestro corazan, lo acogemos
con alegria y entusiasmo, con palmas y vitores, pero poco después con
nuestras acciones y opciones opuestas a sus ensefianzas o expulsamos y
gritamos “icrucificale!”, porque preferimos al “Barrabas” de nuestros propios
vicios y pecados?

También yo me dejo manipular facilmente por las voces seductoras
de un mundo que odia a Cristo y busca arrancar toda raiz cristiana de nuestros
pueblos y culturas forjados al calor de la fe. También yo me dejo influenciar
facilmente por las voces engafiosas de mis propias concupiscencias e
inclinaciones al mal. También yo me dejo seducir facilmente por las voces
sutiles y halagadoras del Maligno que con sus astutas ilusiones me promete la
felicidad que anhelo vivamente si a cambio le ofrendo mi vida a los dioses del
poder, del placer o del tener.
