Father, did Jesus have siblings? The Gospels say he had ‘brothers’
The question of whether Jesus had siblings is addressed differently across
Christian traditions, particularly in Catholicism and some Protestant
denominations. According to Catholic teaching, the references to Jesus’
“brothers” in the New Testament (such as James, Joseph, Simon, and Judas
mentioned in Matthew 13:55) do not necessarily imply biological brothers.
The Catholic Church maintains the doctrine of the perpetual virginity of
Mary, which holds that Mary remained a virgin throughout her life. Therefore,
these “brothers” are understood to be either close relatives (such as
cousins) or possibly stepbrothers from a previous marriage of Joseph,
although this latter idea is more speculative. The term “brother” (Greek:
adelphos) in biblical usage can refer to a variety of close familial
relationships beyond immediate siblings. For instance, in Genesis 13:8,
Abraham refers to his nephew Lot as “brother.” When the “brothers” of Jesus
are named in the New Testament, their association with other women named
Mary (as in Matthew 27:56 and Mark 15:40) suggests they might not be
children of Mary, the mother of Jesus. In John 19:26-27, Jesus entrusts his
mother to the care of John, the beloved disciple, rather than to one of his
supposed biological brothers. This would be unusual if Mary had other
biological children to care for her. Thus, in Catholic teaching, the references
to Jesus’ “brothers” are understood to mean his extended family members,
such as cousins, rather than biological siblings. This interpretation is
consistent with both the linguistic and cultural context of the time, as well as
with long-held theological and doctrinal beliefs of the Church.

Padre, ;Jesus tenia hermanos? Los Evangelios dicen que tenia
"hermanos"

La cuestidn de si Jesus tuvo hermanos se aborda de manera diferente en
todas las tradiciones cristianas, particularmente en el catolicismo y en
algunas denominaciones protestantes. Segun la ensefianza catolica, las
referencias a los "hermanos" de Jesus en el Nuevo Testamento (como
Santiago, José, Simon y Judas mencionados en Mateo 13:55) no implican
necesariamente hermanos bioldgicos. La Iglesia Catdlica mantiene la
doctrina de la virginidad perpetua de Maria, que sostiene que Maria
permanecio virgen durante toda su vida. Por lo tanto, se entiende que estos
"hermanos" son parientes cercanos (como primos) o posiblemente
hermanastros de un matrimonio anterior de José, aunque esta ultima idea es
mas especulativa. El término "hermano" (griego: adelphos) en el uso biblico
puede referirse a una variedad de relaciones familiares cercanas mas alla de
los hermanos inmediatos. Por ejemplo, en Génesis 13:8, Abraham se refiere a
su sobrino Lot como "hermano". Cuando se nombra a los "hermanos" de
Jesus en el Nuevo Testamento, su asociacion con otras mujeres llamadas
Maria (como en Mateo 27:56 y Marcos 15:40) sugiere que podrian no ser hijos
de Maria, la madre de Jesus. En Juan 19:26-27, Jesus confia a su madre al
cuidado de Juan, el discipulo amado, en lugar de a uno de sus supuestos
hermanos bioldgicos. Esto seria inusual si Mary tuviera otros hijos bioldgicos
que la cuidaran. Por lo tanto, en la ensefianza catdlica, las referencias a los
"hermanos" de Jesus se entienden como miembros de su familia extendida,
como primos, en lugar de hermanos bioldgicos. Esta interpretacion es
coherente tanto con el contexto linguistico y cultural de la época, como con
las creencias teoldgicas y doctrinales de la Iglesia.
