Readings   
Sunday, June 15 
Proverbs 8:22-31 
God’s wisdom declares it was created first, before the earth 
and oceans. Present during creation, it rejoiced beside God, 
delighting in the formation of the world and humankind. 
Psalm 8 
In awe of the heavens and stars, I 
marvel at human significance and 
dignity, honored by God with domin-
ion over all creatures of earth, sea, 
and air. 
Romans 5:1-5  
Justified by faith, we are at peace 
with God through Jesus, and rejoice 
in hope. Our sufferings produce en-
durance, character, and hope, filled 
with God’s love through the Holy 
Spirit. 
John 16:12-15 
Jesus acknowledged the disciples’ limitations in under-
standing and promised the coming of the Spirit of truth. 
This Spirit would guide them into all truth, speaking not 
independently, but revealing future events and glorifying 
Jesus by sharing His teachings. Jesus affirmed that the 
Spirit’s revelations are from His divine authority. 

The Most Holy Trinity 
Trinity Sunday celebrates the unity and mystery of 
the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The readings show 
how each Person of the Trinity works togeth-

er in love and purpose. In the Gospel, Je-
sus speaks of the Spirit of Truth, who 
guides us and reveals God’s will. This 

Spirit helps us live faithfully and with hope, especially dur-
ing difficult times. 
The first reading from Proverbs introduces Wisdom, pre-
sent at creation. This Wisdom shows God’s deep connec-

tion to the world and humanity. 
Paul’s message in Romans reminds 
us that the Holy Spirit pours God’s 
love into our hearts, strengthening us 
and helping us endure. Together, 
these readings reveal how the Trinity 
is active in our lives. 
The unity of the Trinity is a model 
for us. Just as the Father, Son, and 
Holy Spirit work together in harmo-
ny, we are called to live in unity and 
share God’s love with others.  

Prayer of the Week 
God, we praise you: Father, all-powerful, Christ 
Lord and Savior, Spirit of love. You reveal your-
self in the depths of our being, drawing us to share 
in your life and your love. One God, three Persons, 
be near to the people formed in your image, close to the 

world your love brings to life. We ask you this, Fa-
ther, Son, and Holy Spirit, one God, true and living, 
for ever and ever.
