Born in 1586 in Lima, Peru to Spanish colonists, Isabel Flores de 
Olivia was exceptionally beautiful.  Because of this, she was often 
called “Rose” and took the name as her Confirmation name.  Yet, 
from an early age she wanted to become a nun.  She prayed often 
and performed secret penances, some of which were severe.  
When her beauty began to attract suitors, she marred her face, 
rubbing it with pepper to make it blister, and cut her hair short. 

When she turned 20, she was permitted to join the Third Order 
of St. Dominic.  She continued a life of extreme prayer, penance, 
and service.  Dying at age 31, the whole city attended her funeral - a 
testament to her tireless efforts serving the poor of Lima.  She was 
the first Saint born in the Americas.  St. Rose, pray for us!
