Saint Monica, born around 331 AD in North Africa, was raised in a
Christian family and was the mother of Saint Augustine. She
married Patricius, a pagan who served on the City Council of
Tagaste.  Augustine was the couple's eldest son. In the
Confessions, Augustine says that she married young, and was a good
and patient wife who was generous to her husband. He further
notes that Monica had a cordial relationship with her mother-in-
law, and was a peacemaker. Monica was a good mother, but
Augustine, as a young man, did not follow her example of Christian
faith. Monica prayed continually for her son, as well as for her
husband, both of whom did eventually become followers of Christ.
Monica is a patron saint of conversion of relatives. Pray for us!
