SAINT OF THE WEEK: ST. ROSALIA OF SICILY

Nicknamed, “la Santuzza” (“the Little Saint’), Rosalia was born
in 1130 AD to a noble family in Sicily. She decided at a young age to
remain a virgin and become a hermit living on Monte Pellegrino
near Palermo. On the wall of the cave she wrote, “I, Rosalia,
daughter of Sinibald, Lord of Monte delle Rose, and Quisquina,
have taken the resolution to live in this cave for the love of my
Lord, Jesus Christ.” She died young at age 36.

She remained relatively unknown until well after her death.
During a plague in 1624, she appeard to a sick woman and then to
a hunter, whom she instructed where to find her bones and to
bring them back to the city. Her remains were found, brought
back to Palermo, and the plague ended in three days. She is now
the patron saint of Palermo and of protection against disease. Her
quiet life demonstrates how God can work through us at any time!
