SAINT OF THE WEEK: STS. COSMAS AND DAMIAN

Martyred around the year 300 AD, the twin brothers, Cosmas &
Damian, are some of the earliest Christian martyrs. Born in Arabia,
they were both doctors who practiced in Cilicia, Southeastern
Turkey. Their feast day is September 26.

In the Orthodox Church, they are called, “Anargyroi” or
“Silverless” doctors since they would not receive payment for
their services. They healed solely from a love of God and desire to
imitate Jesus and obey his command: “Cure the sick... Without
cost you have received; without cost you are to give” (Matthew
10:8). They are depicted in art holding medicine containers and
are patron saints of physicians. They are mentioned in Eucharistic
Prayer I, the Roman Canon. Saints Cosmas & Damian, pray for us!
