SAINT OF THE WEEK: ST. ANDREW OF VIETNAM

Christianity came to Vietnam through the Portuguese
explorers, and the Jesuits opened a mission in 1615. During the
17th - 19th centuries in Vietnam, some 130,000 Christians
suffered cruel martyrdom. On November 24, we remember 117
of them, most killed between 1820 - 1883, including Andrew
Dung-Lac, killed in 1839. All were canonized on June 19, 1988 by
Pope St. John Paul Il. Andrew, named Dung An Tran, was born
around 1795 in a poor and pagan family in North Vietnam. He
met a Christian Catechist, was baptized Catholic, took the name
Andrew, learned Chinese and Latin, then was ordained a
diocesan priest at age 28. He served as a priest for 16 years
before being martyred by the emperor. St. Andrew, pray for us!

LIVING AS A EUCHARISTIC CHURCH:
WHAT IS THE EUCHARIST?

One of the Church’s newest saints, Carlo
Acutis, claimed that we who are alive
today are even MORE fortunate than
those who got to meet Jesus. That

doesn’t seem right, does it? How could
we be luckier than the people who
actually got to see and talk with Jesus?

But even Jesus himself, at the end of the
Gospel of John, says, “Blessed are those
who have not seen and have believed.”
How are we, who have not seen Jesus,
more blessed than those who walked
with him, listened to his teaching, were
healed by his own hands?

The answer is the Eucharist. Again, in the
Gospel of John, Jesus says, “Whoever
eats my flesh and drinks my blood
remains in me and | in him.” In the
Eucharist, Jesus remains with us, is
present to us in a way that we can not
only see, but can receive!

At Mass, through the Power of the Holy
Spirit and the ministry of the Priest acting
in the person of Christ, Jesus’ Incarnation,
Passion, Death, Resurrection, and
Ascension are all brought into the present
for us. These events are not just past, but
we live them again and again in every
Mass. Unlike those who saw him 2,000
years ago, we can experience his healing
love over and over again. This is why
what we do in church matters - because
Jesus is always with us, on every altar, in
every tabernacle, he is really present.
