Antonio was born in 1819 in Tuscany, Italy, the second of seven 
children in a poor family.  He felt called to priesthood and was ordained 
a priest at age 24 as part of the Servite Order.  He became the pastor of 
a sea town parish in Tuscany and remained their until his death. 

He was aơectionately called “The Little Pastor” by his people.  He 
became well known for his care of the poor, sick, and elderly.  He also 
founded a school and a children’s group to help educate poor children.  
He also founded a hostel for sick and poor children. 

On the feast of the Epiphany, after celebrating Mass, Antonio went 
out during a storm to help a sick parishioner.  Exposed to the elements 
himself, he contracted pneumonia and passed away from it a few days 
later on January 12, now his feast day.  His simple, yet heroic life of 
virtue led to his canonization in 1962.  St. Antonio, pray for us!

How-To Catholic 

Living as a Eucharistic Church: 
What is Mass? 

Have you ever thought how odd it is that the 
stuơ that keeps us alive - our food - is actually 
dead?  That’s why we have to keep it in 
refrigerators!  And not only do we eat dead food, 
but our consumerist culture has stripped away 
all the spiritually nourishing aspects of eating, 
the things that bring us joy: preparing 
something ourselves and enjoying it with others.  
This is what Jesus comes to save us from: from a 
world of dead food, of consumerism - of just 
keeping ourselves barely alive.  The Incarnation 
of Jesus saves us from being an In-Car-Nation of 
eaters, surviving oơ the drive-thru! 

Mass is the place where we experience Jesus 
saving us in real time.  Through the power of the 
Holy Spirit, our altar is the Manger of the 
Nativity, the Table of the Last Supper, it is the 
Cross of Calvary and the Tomb of the 
Resurrection.  The ambo is the burning bush for 
Moses, the silent whisper for Elijah, the angel 
that speaks to Mary and Joseph.  Both in His 
Word and in His Food, God oơers his very self to 
us - we receive the living God at Mass. 

But we do not consume these things like we do 
our usual food.  More is required of us at Mass 
than at the drive-thru.  We do not come to Mass 
as consumers, but as COMMUNICANTS ready to 
sacriƤce our mortal lives to God in order to 
receive his eternal life in exchange.  Most clearly 
in Mary we see that the disciple of Jesus must 
oơer God all their heart, mind, word, and 
actions.  And that is what we do at Mass!  We 
oơer our hearts in our silent prayers and the sign 
of peace, we oơer our minds by letting the 
readings instruct us, we oơer our words in our 
singing and our Amens, we oơer our actions in 
our standing, bowing, kneeling, and processing.  
Our participation in Mass teaches us how to 
oơer up our whole lives to God, to be 
communicants, not just consumers.
