Living the Three Pillars of Lent: Prayer, Almsgiving, Fasting 

Prayer, almsgiving, and fasting are the traditional practices that Catholics are called to focus on during 
Lent.  Prayer provides an opportunity to grow in our spiritual life, to reflect upon our sinful patterns and 
distractions, and to spend more time focused on God.  Almsgiving and fasting are the exterior signs of 
our interior closeness to God and neighbor which we deepen in prayer.  St. Augustine describes fasting 
and almsgiving as the “two wings of prayer,” because they are signs of humility and charity.  Almsgiving 
and fasting are our way, Pope Francis noted, to be like the Good Samaritan “who bent down to his 
brother in need and took care of him.” 

There are many ways to deepen our practice of these pillars.  Could your prayer life use a refresh?  Try 
receiving the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Confession/Penance) to let go of old spiritual baggage and 
make room for the love that God longs to pour out into you!  Not sure where to start with your 
relationship with Jesus?  Check out our parish Bible study to spend time with the Word of God in small 
groups and share your experience with other parishioners.  Consider fasting from snacks or dessert; 
tally up what you would have spent on those treats and donate that money to our St. Vincent de Paul 
Society or collection for Holy Family Catholic Parish in Gaza.  However you decide to do it, use this Lent 
as an opportunity to grow as a disciple of Jesus!
