Centering Prayer is a contemplative practice that is both a relationship with God and a 

discipline to deepen that relationship. It is a silent prayer based on the wisdom saying of 

Jesus in the Sermon on the Mount: “When you pray, go to your inner room, close the 

door and pray to your Father in secret.” While the prayer itself is quite simple, its effects 

can be quite profound. The group meets on Tuesday mornings at 10 am at various 

members homes to share 20 minutes of Centering Prayer, a time of Sacred Sharing, and 

a time of enrichment via video, audio, or article.
