“You are Peter, and to you I will give the keys of the kingdom of heaven.”

From the Bishop’s Pen...

Jesus asks His disciples “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?” They reply, “Some say John the Baptist, others Elijah,
still others Jeremiah or one of the prophets.” When I get the time, I enjoy watching the PGA Golf Tournaments on T.V. In a
tournament, a golfer’s first shot from the “tee” is meant to land in the middle of the fairway, to set up a good shot to the green,
followed by a putt into the “cup.”

Jesus’ first question set up His disciples to answer a more specific question, by eliminating what “others” say about Him. Now
Jesus shoots for the green by asking His disciples, “But who do you say that I am?” The answer His disciples give this time is a
matter of personal faith. Peter speaks first, saying, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” Peter, who struggles with
the growth of his faith, has had a revelation from God the Father about Jesus.

Now, Jesus is ready to “putt” into the “cup” of true faith. Jesus gives Peter the authority and responsibility of being His “Vicar
on earth” when He tells Peter, “you are Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church and the gates of the netherworld shall
not prevail against it. I will give you the keys to the kingdom of heaven. Whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven;
and whatever you loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”

The prophet Isaiah predicts Peter’s place in God’s plan of salvation when he wrote, “I will clothe him with your robe, and gird
him with your sash, and give over to him your authority. He shall be a father to the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and to the house of
Judah. I will place the key of the House of David on his shoulder; when he opens, no one shall shut, when he shuts, no one shall
open. Iwill fix him like a peg in a sure spot, to be a place of honor for his family.”

We are that family, the Body of Christ, His Church. Let us look to Peter’s faith to strengthen our own, “You are the Christ, the
Son of the living God.”

The Catholic Church includes hundreds of religious commu-
nities. The priests, religious brothers, religious sisters, and
nuns of these communities (which are often referred to as
“religious orders”) are committed to particular spiritual tradi-
tions and often to a particular charism (such as teaching,
healthcare, social work, or pastoral care).

To help identify a person as a member of a particular religious
community, the custom developed of including post-nominal
letters that provide a sort of shorthand for the name of the
community that the priest, brother, sister or nun is part of. So,
for example OSB after a person’s name would indicate that
they are a member of the Order of St. Benedict (the Benedic-
tines), just as SJ would indicate that a priest or brother is a
member of the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits) or RSM would
show that a woman is a Sister of Mercy. Brothers and Salva-
torian Sisters) SSND = School Sisters of Notre Dame SVD =
Society of the Divine Word (Divine Word Missionaries)
