Dear Friends: 

 In today's first reading Moses intercedes for his people who 
have gone astray from the love of God and God listened to his 
plea! Hence the importance of intercessory prayers. Our loving 
Father in heaven certainly hears our prayers when we pray for 
others because there is no selfishness is involved. Therefore it 
becomes very powerful. 

St. Paul in today's second reading gives the testimony of great 
mercy and unconditional love of Christ.  

The three parables in today's Gospel speak of the intrinsic na-
ture of our God as a loving and merciful Father. God's love to-
wards His children is unconditional, non-calculating, benevo-
lent and infinitely merciful. He is concerned when someone 
strays from His love. He searches for the lost one until He finds 
him. And then, "He does not deal with us according to our sins, 
nor repay us according to our iniquities" (Psalm 103: 10).  

The prodigal son comes to his senses and chooses to retrace his 
steps to his father's house. He decides to ask his father for for-
giveness and mercy: "Father, I have sinned against heaven and 
before you; I am no longer worthy to be called your son; treat 
me as one of your hired servants." This is the model of true re-
pentance and conversion. God has blessed us with the gift of 
freedom to stray away from His love and also the freedom to 
stay in or return to His love. The choice is ours.  

As soon as the father saw his prodigal son from far away, he 
took the step forward and embraced and kissed his son without 
uttering a word, explanation or without any condition. If the 
earthly father were to be so gracious and loving, much more 
would be the Heavenly Father's forgiving love and mercy! Simi-
larly God welcomes us back without any condition, when we 
decide to return. He rejoices and celebrates the return of His 
prodigal children.
