FOR OUR YOUNG ONES
WHO IS ST. BERNARD?
St. Bernard is a man who was born in France in the year 1090. He 
had six brothers and sisters and they lived in a castle with their 
mother and father. They were very rich and well known in their 
town. St. Bernard was sent to a special school to be educated but 
while he was there, his mother died. He was very sad about her 
death and he became very interested in a religious life. So, he left 
the comforts of his old life, which was filled with many wonderful 
things, and decided to become a monk instead. With thirty other 
young men who were his friends and relatives, he went away to 
live in a monastery. A monk lives a life of praying, and he gives 
up having money and other special things to own. They also work 
very hard to keep up their home or monastery and grow their 
own food. He loved God very much and loved to preach about 
Jesus. Many people came to hear him and his sermons were very 
popular. He taught and wrote about being able to know God 
through personal experiences. He also wrote about the Blessed 
Virgin Mary. He believed that we should always love God for the 
special reason that He is God! St. Bernard was very involved in 
all the important things that were going on in the Church and in 
his community. After working so much for God and His Church, 
St. Bernard became ill and died on August 20, 1153. He is known 
for his special writings today and for answering prayers of those 
who seek his help. He was declared a Saint in the year 1174. His 
feast day is August 20th.

PARA NUESTROS JÓVENES
¿QUIÉN ES SAN BERNARDO?
San Bernardo nació en Francia en el año 1090. Tenía seis 
hermanos y hermanas y vivían en un castillo con su madre y 
su padre. Eran muy ricos y muy conocidos en su ciudad. Fue 
enviado a una escuela especial para recibir educación, pero 
mientras estuvo allí, su madre murió. Estaba muy triste por su 
muerte y se interesó mucho en la vida religiosa. Entonces, dejó 
las comodidades de su antigua vida, que estaba llena de muchas 
comodidades, y decidió convertirse en monje. Con otros treinta 
jóvenes, amigos y parientes, se fue a vivir a un monasterio. 
Un monje vive una vida de oración y renuncia a tener dinero 
y lujos, También trabajan muy duro para mantener su hogar o 
monasterio y cultivar su propia comida. Amaba mucho a Dios y le 
encantaba predicar sobre Jesús. Mucha gente vino a escucharlo 
y sus sermones fueron muy populares. Enseñó y escribió sobre 
la posibilidad de conocer a Dios a través de experiencias 
personales. También escribió sobre la Santísima Virgen María. Él 
creía que siempre debemos amar a Dios por la razón especial de 
que Él es Dios. San Bernardo estuvo muy involucrado en todas 
las cosas importantes que estaban sucediendo en la Iglesia y en 
su comunidad. Después de trabajar tanto para Dios y su iglesia, 
San Bernardo enfermó y murió el 20 de agosto de 1153. Él está 
conocido por sus enseñanzas escritas y su poderosa intercesión. 
El fue proclamado por la iglesia un santo en el año 1174. Su 
fiesta es el 20 de agosto.
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THE FEAST OF THE EPIPHANY
The Feast of the Epiphany is celebrated on January 6th. It is 
about the visit of the Magi or the Wise Men. There were three 
of them. They had stopped along the way to talk to King Herod 
and asked him questions about the Star that would lead to the 
Newborn King. They knew that this special star would show them 
the way to the Baby and wondered if King Herod knew too. They 
knew that the Baby was the promised Messiah. King Herod asked 
them to come back to see him and tell him about finding the new 
Baby King. According to tradition, the names of the Wise Men 
are Caspar, Melchior, and Balthassar. They rode camels for a long 
time across a great distance to find Him. When they finally did 
find Him, they fell to their knees to worship Him. On their long 
journey, they carried with them gifts to give to the Baby King. 
Each gift had a special meaning. According to the Gospels they 
gave Him gold which was precious and very expensive. This gift 
was for a King, and Jesus is our King! Frankincense is an incense 
that smelled like a sweet perfume and was used in the Temple by 
the priests to worship God. It meant that Jesus was also a High 
Priest. The myrrh was used as an anointing oil for the bodies of 
those who died. The women used myrrh to anoint the body of 
Jesus after he died for our sins. After their visit to the Baby Jesus, 
the Wise Men had a dream. In that dream they were told not to 
go back to see King Herod because King Herod was jealous of 
the newborn King and wanted to harm the Baby. So, they went 
back home another way. 

LA FIESTA DE LA EPIFANÍA
La Fiesta de la Epifanía se celebra el 6 de enero. Se trata de la 
visita de los Reyes Magos. Eran tres. Se habían detenido en el 
camino para hablar con el rey Herodes y le hicieron preguntas 
sobre la Estrella que conduciría al Rey Recién Nacido. Sabían 
que esta estrella especial les mostraría el camino hacia el nuevo 
Rey y se preguntaron si el rey Herodes también lo sabría. Sabían 
que el bebé era el Mesías prometido. El rey Herodes les pidió 
que volvieran a verlo y le dijeran que lo habían encontrado. 
Costumbre dice que sus nombres eran Gaspar, Melchor y 
Baltasar. Cabalgaron en camello durante mucho tiempo a través 
de una gran distancia para encontrarlo. Cuando finalmente lo 
encontraron, cayeron de rodillas para adorarlo. En su largo viaje, 
llevaron consigo regalos para dárselos al Rey Bebé. Cada regalo 
tenía un significado especial. Según los evangelios, le dieron oro 
que era precioso y muy caro. ¡Este regalo fue para un rey, y Jesús 
es nuestro Rey! El incienso es un incienso que olía a perfume 
dulce y que los sacerdotes usaban en el templo para adorar a 
Dios. Significaba que Jesús también era un Sumo Sacerdote. La 
mirra se usó como aceite de unción para los cuerpos de los que 
murieron. Las mujeres usaron mirra para ungir el cuerpo de Jesús 
después de que murió por nuestros pecados. Después de su 
visita al Niño Jesús, los Reyes Magos tuvieron un sueño. En ese 
sueño se les dijo que no volvieran a ver al Rey Herodes porque el 
Rey Herodes estaba celoso del Rey recién nacido y quería dañar 
al Bebé. Entonces, regresaron a casa de otra manera.

PASTOR’S NOTE AND MASS CATECHESIS
In favor of making the work of our parish sharable and inviting others 
to what we are doing more, I have begun to post 3-4 minute videos 
on YouTube at the beginning of the week called “The Father Chris 
Five.” It gives you an idea of what we are looking at as a community, 
what I am focused on accomplishing as your pastor and also it ends 
with a thought for the week that anybody and everybody might like! 
You can check it out at the YouTube channel “Fr. Chris Zerucha.” I 
really spent a long time finding that title for the channel! I really did!

Thanks again to all who were responsible for such beautiful celebrations 
of our Masses on Christmas! They were beautiful liturgies, worthy of 
celebrating the Word Incarnate! The Liturgy (a Greek word for any 
celebration of the Public Prayer of the Church) is “a market or trysting 
place,” theologian David Fagerberg says. What does that mean? 
Trysting means “mixing it all together.” The result of the celebration 
is the total of what we brought to it, what God brought to it for us and 
the engagement of both parties mixing it all up together during the 
time of prayer. This week is often a week of mixing up and re-mixing 
up people that don’t usually meet, new hopes and dreams mixing 
with what actually was and what actually was not, etc. God is always 
in the present and is mixing in His plan for us with all of the things 
about us that make us who we are, especially our history and our 
relationships. Do you think of the Mass like this? Too much focus on 
the future or on the past will mean that we miss what God is doing 
here and now. In your personal prayer and next time at Public Prayer, 
try to catch what God wants in your life now and today. Then let Him 
lead you into 2022!
