Friday, July 18th is the Feast of Saint Camillus de Lellis.

ABOUT SAINT CAMILLUS

Saint Camillus de Lellis was born in 1550 in Italy. Once a soldier with a troubled past marked by gambling and
violence, he underwent a profound conversion after experiencing illness and spiritual emptiness. Inspired by his
suffering and the poor treatment of the sick, Saint Camillus dedicated his life to caring for the ill and the dying.

He founded the Order of the Ministers of the Infirm, also known as the Camillians, a religious community com-
mitted to serving the sick with compassion and dignity, even at great personal risk. Members of the order took a
fourth vow: to care for the sick, even when their own lives were in danger.

Saint Camillus is considered a patron saint of the sick, nurses, and hospitals. He is often depicted in art wearing a
black robe with a red cross, tending to the sick or carrying a dying person. His life is a powerful witness to the
healing mercy of Christ and the redemptive power of love and service. Saint Camillus died in 1614 and was
canonized in 1746.

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FIFTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

WHO IS MY NEIGHBOR?
THE GOOD SAMARITAN THEN AND TODAY

In order to discern God’s timeless revelation to us in the Parable of the Good
Samaritan, we must reflect on our often unconscious understanding of who our
neighbors are, and expose that understanding to the power of the parable.

The story of the Good Samaritan may be familiar, but
in order to understand the full impact of this parable,
we must first understand the history of Jewish-
Samaritan relations. In this parable as well as in other
Gospel stories such as the story of Jesus and the Sa-
maritan Woman, we can observe the tense relation-
ship that existed between Jews and Samaritans. This
tension may go back as far as 722 B.C.E. when the As-
syrians invaded, conquered, and intermarried with
the Jews who were living in Samaria. Due to this
intermarriage and to the Samaritans’

practice of worshipping on Mount
Gerizim instead of in Jerusalem,

the Samaritans came to be
viewed as an entirely different
ethnic group from the Jews in
Judea, though both descend-
ed from Abraham, Isaac and
Jacob. By the time of Jesus,
Samaritans and Jews no long-
er considered themselves to
be neighbors, let alone related
through a common ancestry.[1]

Given this tense relationship be-
tween Jews and Samaritans at the
time of Jesus, the Parable of the Good Sa-
maritan would have been quite shocking to its first
listeners. No one would have expected Jesus to an-
swer the Jewish scholar’s question, “Who is my neigh-
bor?” with the example of a Samaritan. This shocking
parable radically expands the traditional definition of
“neighbor.” A neighbor is not simply the person who
lives next door nor is it merely someone in our ex-
tended family or community. Whatever social catego-

ries we may have that define "neighbor" are thwarted
by the needs of all the people we encounter. In this
way, anyone in need is our neighbor. Jesus’ parable is,
in a sense, telling us, "You do not have a neighbor.
You make yourself someone's neighbor."

Jesus’ parable is also shocking because it forces us to
see the dignity and ability of “the other.” Like the out-
siders of any society, the Samaritans were largely

written off by the dominant Jewish community,
who saw the Samaritans’ worship practic-
es and lifestyle as inferior. This label
of “inferiority” is utterly destroyed
in Jesus’ parable. The Samaritan
in the story forces all those lis-
tening to recognize his ability
to enact transformative love
towards his Jewish neighbor.
The Samaritan is a human
with dignity and therefore, is
not to be written off.

Just as Jesus’ first-century au-
dience had preconceived no-
tions about who their neighbors
were, we, too, have culturally-
constructed definitions of “neighbor.” We

have expectations about what our neighbor looks
like. We must also consider our often unconscious
characterizations of those living in the margins of our
community. Specifically, we must consider whether
there are groups of people whose dignity and ability
we fail to recognize. Are there communities whom we
feel have forfeited their dignity and so can be appro-
priately “written off?” Who is my neighbor?
