SEPTEMBER 8TH:

NATIVITY OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY
The Feast of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary,
celebrated on September 8, honors the birth of Mary,
the mother of Jesus. Rooted in ancient tradition, this
joyful feast highlights Mary’s unique role in salva-
tion history as the vessel through whom Christ en-
tered the world. It is a celebration of hope and the
dawn of redemption, reminding the faithful of God's
providential plan and the grace bestowed upon
Mary from her very beginning.

SEPTEMBER 15TH:
MEMORIAL OF OUR LADY OF SORROWS

Our Lady of Sorrows is a title given to the Blessed
Virgin Mary that focuses on her deep suffering
and grief, especially in connection with the Pas-
sion and death of her Son, Jesus Christ. Honored
particularly on September 15, this devotion re-
flects on seven key sorrows in Mary's life, includ-
ing the prophecy of Simeon, the flight into Egypt,
and the Crucifixion. Through these sorrows, Mary
is seen as a model of compassion and faith, endur-
ing unimaginable pain with unwavering trust in
God. Devotion to Our Lady of Sorrows invites the
faithful to unite their own sufferings with hers
and to find comfort in her maternal intercession.
Our Lady of Sorrows, pray for us!

SEPTEMBER 27TH:
MEMORIAL OF ST. VINCENT DE PAUL, PRIEST

St. Vincent de Paul (1581-1660) was a French Catholic
priest renowned for his compassion, humility, and dedi-
cation to serving the poor. Born in a small village in
Gascony, he was ordained at a young age and later de-
voted his life to charitable works. He founded the Con-
gregation of the Mission (Vincentians) and, along with
St. Louise de Marillac, co-founded the Daughters of
Charity. Through his efforts, he reformed the clergy,
established hospitals, cared for orphans and the poor,
and became a symbol of Christian charity. St. Vincent
was canonized in 1737 and is the patron saint of charita-
ble societies. Be on the lookout in the September 26th/

SEPTEMBER 30TH:
MEMORIAL OF SAINT JEROME
PRIEST AND DOCTOR OF THE CHURCH

Saint Jerome (c. 347-420 AD) was a Christian schol-
ar and priest best known for translating the Bible
into Latin, called the Vulgate. He believed Scripture
was central to knowing Christ, famously saying,
“Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.” Je-
rome studied Hebrew and Greek to ensure accurate
translation and spent his later life in Bethlehem. He
is a Doctor of the Church and patron saint of trans-
lators and scholars.
