GUIDELINES FOR FASTING & ABSTINENCE 
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days 
of fasting and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fri-
days during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence.

For members of the Latin Catholic Church, the norms 
on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. 
When fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full 
meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not 
equal to a full meal. The norms concerning abstinence 
from meat are binding upon members of the Latin 
Catholic Church from age 14 onwards.

On Wednesday, we start 
our Lenten journey with the dis-
tribution of ashes. See the 
schedule for the list of Mass and 
service times. 

Lent is a very important time in the life of the 
Catholic. The disciplines of fasting and abstaining 
from meat on Fridays need our full commitment . 
We will be offering confessions at the normally 
scheduled times, and on Thursdays at St. Agnes 
(Mercy Chapel) from 6:00 PM—7:00 PM, follow-
ing the 5:30 PM Mass and during Adoration. 

Our Collaborative Lenten Mission will be at St. 
Camillus Church from Monday, March 
23rd through Wednesday March 25th, from 7:00 
PM to 8:30 PM. On Monday and Tuesday, we will 
welcome Dr. Joseph Kelley, emeritus professor 
from Merrimack College, who will speak on Au-
gustinian spirituality. On Wednesday, the final 
day of the mission, we will offer confession from 
6:30 PM to 7:30 PM with the Mass for the Feast of 
the Annunciation to follow at 7:30 PM.  

This Lent, we will continue our campaign in sup-
port of building a Church in Zambia. The good 
news is that the building has started to house the 
community at worship. There is still much to do, 
but the basic building is in place. In May 2027, I 
have been invited to go to Lusaka, Zambia and 
concelebrate the consecration of the Church. I will 
be planning this trip in the coming months. If any-
body would like to join me, please contact me 
via info@cparl.org, and we will have a meeting to 
see what is possible. This will be a fun trip, but 
I wouldn’t call it a vacation. Travel can be taxing.

I pray that you have a fruitful Lent of prayer, fast-
ing, and almsgiving.
