     From July 2-15, I will be joining a group of 22
young men and women from all over the United
States on a mission trip to the Brazilian Amazon.
Our work will consist in bringing the sacraments and
our joy for the faith to remote villages throughout the
rain forest.  Some of these villages may only see a
priest every six months or so.  

     In many countries, in fact, a priest may only visit
a couple times a year.  Still today in some places,
you can be arrested and killed for preaching the
name of Christ.  According to Catholic News
Agency, in the last decade, nearly 150 priests have
been kidnapped across Nigeria, with at least eleven
of them being killed.  In other countries, it is illegal
to practice the faith.  We are truly blessed to live 
in a land where we enjoy religious liberty.  

     As we celebrate the Fourth of July this week, 
let us remember to give thanks for the many
blessings and freedoms we enjoy in this country, 
but let us also remember in prayer our persecuted
brothers and sisters around the world.  Please also
keep our mission trip in your prayers.  How blessed
we are to have such easy access to the Mass and
other sacraments.
