From the Pastor, Fr. Patrick Behm
     St. John Bosco lived during the 19  century and th

spent a great deal of his priestly ministry working with
young men.  One day, he received a well-documented
vision from the Lord of the Church as a ship, being tossed
about by all sorts of outside forces.  But, in this vision, he
saw this ship navigating safely between two pillars--the
Eucharist and the Blessed Virgin Mary.  If we stay close
to the Eucharist and to Mary, nothing can truly harm us.   

     This week, we have two wonderful opportunities in
our parish to renew our devotion, first and foremost, 
to our Lord in the Eucharist.  Every day, we have
Eucharistic adoration available at the adoration chapel at
Holy Spirit.  Except for Saturday afternoon and Sunday
morning, our Lord is exposed in the monstrance for us to
come and be with Him.  But, this week, we also have the
opportunity to adore our Lord’s True Presence at 
St. Mary’s in Willey annual 101 Hours of Adoration.
Beginning Monday morning after the 8:00 A.M.Mass, 
we will have Eucharistic adoration until Friday evening 
at St. Mary’s in Willey.  All are welcome and invited to
come support this beautiful tradition.  Throughout the
day, various devotions and meditations will be offered
such as the Rosary, the Chaplet of the Divine Mercy, 
and the Stations of the Cross.  Please consider coming
and spending time with our Lord, Who has truly given us
so much!

     Second, this Friday is the Solemnity of the
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary, a holy day of
obligation.  This means that as Catholics, we are bound
under pain of mortal sin, to attend Mass on that day
unless impeded by a serious matter (e.g. illness).  
The Church binds us to this obligation because of the
importance of the Blessed Virgin Mary in the life of a
disciple.  She is the model disciple, and as our Lord
assumed both her body and soul into heaven at the end of
her earthly life, so He will also do for those of us who
respond to His invitation to come to the Wedding Feast.
Even here, on this glorious feast day in honor of our
Lady, we see how she always points us to Jesus and to 
the Eucharist as she already participates bodily 
in the joys of the Resurrection.

     So, please make sure you come to Mass for the
Assumption, and please take a few moments to stop and
adore our Lord in the Eucharist, especially at St. Mary’s
in Willey this week as we celebrate the 101 Hours of
Adoration there.
