These requirements are universal
laws of the Church and do not vary by parish.

The Order of Christian Initiation (O.C.1.A.)
OCIA is the process through which Non-Catholics who are interested in becoming
members of the Roman Catholic Church and/or Baptized Catholics who wish to
complete their Sacraments of Initiation are guided through prayer, instruction, and
community support. Classes will begin the second week of September. For more
information, please contact: Sister Anna at (732) 283-2816.

Marriage Preparation:
Registered parishioners may begin making wedding arrangements at least 1 year in
advance of the proposed wedding date. Please note: The Church must confirm and
approve the wedding date before any other wedding plans are finalized. To begin the
process, please contact the Parish Office at 732-283-2300 to schedule an appointment
with a priest and secure your date.

Wedding Etiquette

Remember, when entering the Church, for your rehearsal or wedding, it is a place of
worship and proper reverence is expected at all times. All preparations and rehearsals
will be coordinated in advance with the Priest who will be officiating the wedding.

Floral Arrangements:
*May not be placed in front of the altar.
*They may be placed on the sides, in front of the pulpit, or somewhere else in the
sanctuary.
*Do not use tape, glue, putty, staples or wire on the pews to attach flowers or
ribbons.

Additional Restrictions:
*Throwing rice, rose petals, confetti, bird seed, or any other materials that leave
residue is not permitted.
*Pets are not allowed with the exception of service animals.

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Living Faith That Makes a Difference

Dear brother and sisters,

On this Fifth Sunday of Ordinary Time, Year A, all the readings speak with one voice that authentic faith lies in faith
that is lived, faith that becomes visible in practical and concrete love. Christianity is not primarily about beautiful
ideas, eloquent words, or hidden devotion. It is also about a life that makes God’s goodness tangible in the world.

In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah (58:7-10) delivers a strong message from God. Religious practices such as
tasting, prayer, or sacrifice lose their meaning when they are disconnected from justice and compassion. God desires
a faith that feeds the hungry, shelters the homeless, clothes the naked, and breaks every form of oppression. And God
makes a powerful promise for those who see their faith as an instrument of goodness. Go says, “Your light shall
break forth like the dawn.” Light comes because of love in action. This reminds us that holiness is not escape from
the world but engagement with its wounds.

The Responsorial Psalm (112) deepens this vision by describing the righteous person whose life reflects God’s own
character. Such a person is generous, merciful, and just, and even in darkness, their “light shines through.” This light
is steady, quiet, and reliable. Many saints lived exactly this kind of hidden but radiant holiness. Saint Joseph, for
example, never speaks a single word in Scripture, yet his obedience, humility, and care for Mary and Jesus still shine
as a guiding light for the Church. His faith was not loud, but it was faithful, and therefore powerful.

In the second reading, Saint Paul reminds the Corinthians (2:1-5) that he did not come to them with impressive
language or human wisdom. He came in weakness, trusting that faith would rest not on personality or rhetoric but
on the power of God. This is an important correction for us. Sometimes we think we must be experts, eloquent
speakers, or perfect examples before we can witness to Christ. Paul shows us otherwise. God works precisely
through our simplicity and humility. For example, Saint Thérese of the Child Jesus lived this truth through her
“little way.” She did not perform great public works, but she offered small acts of love each day, such as patience,
kindness, acceptance. Today she is a Doctor of the Church, teaching us that small, hidden acts done with great love
can change the world.

In the Gospel (Mt. 5:138-16), Jesus brings all these insights together when he declares, “You are the salt of the
earth... You are the light of the world.” Salt preserves and gives flavor; light reveals and guides. Both must be used
to be effective. Faith that remains private and inactive loses its purpose. Jesus does not say, “Iry to become light,”
but “You are light.” The question is whether we allow that light to shine.

The lives of the saints show us what this looks like in practice. Saint Teresa of Calcutta became light among the
poorest of the poor, not through grand speeches, but through daily acts of compassion such as washing wounds,
holding the dying, or affirming the dignity of those forgotten by society. Saint Maximilian Kolbe shone as light in
the darkness of Auschwitz by offering his life for another prisoner. His faith was not theoretical; it was total self-gift.
These saints lived the Gospel exactly as Jesus describes, “Let your light shine before others, that they may see your
good works and give glory to your Father in heaven.”

Closer to home, this call applies to ordinary situations. For example, these acts of practical Christianity show in a
Catholic who refuses corruption at work, a parent who teaches faith by example rather than lectures, or a parishioner
who quietly visits the sick or welcomes newcomers. These are modern forms of sainthood. FFaith becomes credible
when it is lived consistently.

As a practical, hands-on exercise this week, we can choose one deliberate act of light each day. We might write down
one concrete way we will serve someone such as sharing a meal, offering forgiveness, listening without judgment, or
giving time to someone who feels invisible. Families can make this act a simple evening reflection by asking, “Where
did we act as salt and light today?” Over time, these small actions form a habit of holiness.

In conclusion, the message of this Sunday is clear and challenging. True faith always leaves a trace; it always
illuminates something beyond itself. When our faith feeds the hungry, comforts the suftering, speaks truth with love,
and brings hope into dark places, then our lives proclaim the Gospel more convincingly than any words. This is the
taith that Isaiah calls light, the Psalm praises as righteousness, Paul trusts as God’s power, and Jesus commands us
to live.

Page 10 LENTEN OBLIGATIONS
So that the Church of Metuchen may be spiritually one in a common observance of Lent, the following days of fast and
abstinence are to be observed by all Catholics of the Diocese who enjoy the blessings of good health:

1.The days of fast and abstinence are Ash Wednesday (February 18) and Good Friday (April 3).

2. The other Fridays during Lent (February 20 to April 8) are days of abstinence.

3. Abstinence in the Roman Catholic tradition means to abstain from eating meat (beef, chicken, pork, turkey, etc.),

applies to all Catholics who have reached the age of 14.

4. The obligation to fast applies only to Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59. To fast in the Catholic tradition means
to limit oneself to 1 full, as well as 2 smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal, so as to experience
hunger.

If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the "paschal fast" to honor
the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate more readily His
Resurrection.

The obligation of fast and abstinence, as a whole, is a serious obligation. While failure to observe any penitential day in itself

may not be considered serious, the failure to observe any penitential days at all, or a substantial number of them without
good cause, would be considered a grave matter. Those unable to abstain for a valid reason on any given Friday of Lent are
asked to perform some other penitential act, or to abstain on another day.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO

Hoy la liturgia nos prepara, con su Palabra, a ser conscientes
de lo que significa ser sal y luz en nuestra vida cotidiana.
Jests pone como ejemplo elementos que usamos todos los
dias (fara dar sabor a la vida del cristiano. La amargura, la
envidia y la oscuridad de pensamientos nos alejan de lo que
verdaderamente importa: ser sencillos y encontrarnos con
Dios. "Ustedes son la sal de la tierra. Pero si la sal se vuelve
insipida, ;coémo podra ser salada de nuevo? Ya no sirve para
nada, por lo que se tira afuera y es pisoteada por la
gente" (Mateo 5:13). Darle saborcito a la vida, afiadiendo
colores de humildad y apertura al didlogo frente a las
adversidades que vivimos en la familia y en la sociedad, sera
clave para purificar y transformar nuestro entorno.

El Sefior también nos llama luz del mundo: ‘“Nadie enciende
una lampara para taparla con un cajon; la ponen mas bien
sobre un candelero, y alumbra a todos los que estan en la
casa” (Mateo 5:14-15}3. Cuando se va la luz en nuestra casa,
nos sorprende, porque a veces no tenemos ni siquiera una
vela que nos alumbre, mucho menos una ldmpara con
baterias. Sin embargo, al encender una luz —por muy
pequefia que sea— sentimos alivio, porque podemos ver por
dénde pisamos y asi podemos realizar las actividades
necesarias. Jesus quiere que sus seguidores sean asi: como
una pizca de sal y un poquito de luz, para que todo funcione
de manera distinta en la familia y en la sociedad.

Cuaresma:
18 de febreo a 6 de abril

Todos los catdlicos que gozan de buena salud deben observar los
siguientes dias de ayuno y abstinencia:

Ayuno: la obligacion de ayunar se aplica solo a los catolicos
entre los 18 vy los 59 afios. Significa limitarse a una sola comida
completa, o dos comidas mas pequefias que juntas no equivalgan
a una comida completa, durante el dia para experimentar el
hambre.

Abstinencia: segun la tradicion catdlica romana, significa
abstenerse de comer carne (res, pollo, cerdo, pavo, etc.). Se
aplica a todos los catolicos mayores de 14 afios.

1. Los dias de ayuno y abstinencia son el Miércoles de Ceniza
(18 de febrero) y el Viernes Santo (3 de abril).

2. Los demas viernes de Cuaresma (20 de febrero a 3 de abril)
son dias de abstinencia.

3. Desde la Misa Vespertina de la Cena del Sefior el Jueves Santo
hasta la celebracion de la Vigilia Pascual en la noche del Sabado
Santo, se debe observar el ayuno pascual para que, con corazones
alegres y dispuestos, estemos preparados para celebrar las
alegrias de la Resurreccion.

La obligacion de ayuno y abstinencia, en su conjunto, es una
obligacion grave. Si bien el incumplimiento de un solo dia
penitencial en si mismo puede no considerarse grave, el
incumplimiento de todos los dias penitenciales, o de un niimero
considerable de ellos sin una causa justificada, se consideraria
una falta grave. A quienes no puedan abstenerse por una razén
valida en un viernes de Cuaresma se les pide que
