A
practicing non-Catholic Christian may act as a witness
along with a Catholic Sponsor.

Easter Sequence
Victimae Paschali

Before the Gospel is proclaimed, the ancient sequence
Victimae Paschali of Easter Sunday is read or sung. The
Sequence (Sequentia) is the liturgical hymn of the Mass,
which occurs on four feasts: Easter, Pentecost, Corpus
Christi and Our Lady of Sorrows. This sequence,
Victimae Paschali is attributed to Wipo of Burgundy,
who was chaplain of the German Emperor Conrad II
during the 11th century.

Christians, to the Paschal Victim Offer
your thankful praises!

A Lamb the sheep redeems: Christ, who
only is sinless, Reconciles sinners to the
Father.

Death and life have contended in that
combat stupendous: The Prince of life, who
died, reigns immortal.

Speak, Mary, declaring What you saw,
wayfaring. "The tomb of Christ, who is
living, The glory of Jesus' resurrection;

Bright angels attesting, The shroud and
napkin resting.
