Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
  
According to tradition Saint Helena, the mother of the Emperor  
Constantine, found the relics of the passion, including the Cross on 
which Our Savior had been crucified, on the 14th day of September in 
the year 326 Anno Domini. While in the Holy Land, Helena restored the 
Basilica of the Holy Sepulcher and the Church of the Nativity in  
Bethlehem. Because of her philanthropy the Christian Shrines  
throughout Galilee and Judea were also restored and reopened to  
pilgrims traveling from Rome. 
  
Some of the relics of the Cross and the instruments of the passion were 
brought back to Rome and placed in the Basilica of Santa Croce in  
Jerusalem by Saint Helena. Helena spent the last years of her life in 
Rome building Churches and Shrines to the memory of the apostles 
and martyrs. She died in 330 A.D. and her remains were placed in a 
sarcophagus in the Church of Santa Maria in Ara Coeli on the Capitoline 
Hill in Rome.  During this Jubilee Year, Saint Helena is being honored 
for her devotion to preserving the patrimony of the Church of Rome.
