Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord begins Holy Week. On this day the Church recalls the
entrance of Jesus Christ into Jerusalem to accomplish his Paschal Mystery. At Mass we will hear the
Passion of the Christ according to Saint Matthew and on Good Friday the Passion according to Saint
John will be chanted during the 3 pm Liturgy. The Passion narratives of the evangelists are more than
mere stories, and more than mere histories. The evangelists saw the inner meaning of Jesus' actions
and knew that the effects of His Passion were not bound by time and space. The Passion Narratives are
written that you may come to “believe that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and through this
belief you may have life in His name.” (Jn 20:31)

Please plan on attending the liturgies of the Sacred Triduum: Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Holy
Saturday. These are the most sacred days of the Christian year, and Christians should make every
effort to join in the celebration of the Passover of the Lord. The days of Holy Week should be
marked by intense prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. In this way we prepare ourselves for the
celebration of Easter and share in the glory of the Risen Christ.

As we begin the celebration of Holy Week let us join in singing the ancient hymn to Christ that was
sung by the crowds that welcomed him to Jerusalem on that first Palm Sunday:

"Hosanna, to the Son of David;
Blessed is he who comes

In the name of the Lord,

The King of Israel.

Hosanna in the highest."
