A HISTORICAL DAY TRIP

Did you know you can visit a castle only 45
minutes away? Paterson is the US’s first planned
industrial city and Lambert Castle was built by silk
magnate Catholina Lambert. Take a picture with
Lou Costello, visit the Paterson Great Falls or
Paterson Museum to see Holland Boat No. 1. In
1878, John Philip Holland made history in
Paterson, when he launched it into the Passaic
River. This was the first successful submarine
ride in the state, and Holland is considered "The
Father of the Modern Submarine.” Fr. Jose also
suggests that you get a hot dog for lunch at Rutt's
Hutt in Fr. Keith’s hometown of Clifton.
