We are in the midst of our 20th annual Haiti Home Building Project. Your generosity over the years on 
behalf of the people of Haiti has reduced the suffering and frustrations of the poor and has helped to 
transform lives through the powerful gift of a safe and secure home. 

 

For 20 years the parish community of Immaculate Conception has been supporting the poor and 
homeless people of Haiti through the construction of clean, safe housing. To date your contributions of 
more than $451,000 to our annual Haiti Home Building Project has enabled Food for the Poor to build 
116 homes which are providing a safe, clean, warm place to live for hundreds in need.

From the Pastor’s Desk 
     It is already the Second Sunday of Advent and 
we have seen our first snow of the year… where 
does the time go?  As we approach our Feast 
Day this week, we are reminded that just as God 
prepared our Blessed Mother for her ultimate yes, 
he has prepared us as well to handle what might 
seem impossible at first glance.
