An entrance into Passiontide 

The last two weeks of Lent are called Passiontide 
and we shift our attention away from the desert 
and towards immediate preparation for the 
Sacred Triduum.  The practice of covering 
crosses and images once again helps us sense 
that something is different; we are aware of what 
is missing and serve as a reminder to get ready.  
As the images are unveiled at the Easter Vigil, it 
also serves as a reminder that we often live in a 
veiled world.  We struggle to see Christ in the 
every day people that we meet and thus tend to 
ignore the needs of His People.    

Please note that while The Knights of Columbus 
Council #6245 typically holds their pancake 
breakfast on the first weekend of the month, since 
it is Easter next week, they will be moving it to 
April 12th this month.

STEWARDSHIP ON ST. MARY’S HILL 
From the Pastor’s Desk 

     Holy Week is upon us already and It is hard to 
believe that our Lenten journey has come to a 
close.  However, I find that it actually is fairly 
common in our lives: those things that seem 
insurmountable to begin with are over before we 
know it.  I am sure the disciples didn’t think that 
our Lord would only be with them a short amount 
of time, or that as they witnessed the entrance 
into Jerusalem with the shouts of “hosanna!” they 
would quickly hear the shouts change to “Crucify 
Him.”  We don’t know what tomorrow will bring 
and are only given today to worry about and the 
opportunity to walk with our Lord through it all.  
Yet, we are human, and like Peter perhaps we 
feel tired and can’t even give our Lord one hour, 
perhaps we run away from Him when we think 
persecution is coming or deny Him when we are 
challenged, perhaps we think that violence is the 
answer to our problems or maybe we believe 
ourselves to be self-righteous and close ourselves 
off to what God might be trying to tell us.  We 
might have been unwillingly pressed into service 
or felt alone that everyone else has left us or are 
remorseful for the bad decisions we have made in 
the past.  Wherever we are, our Lord wants us to 
be with Him and invites us to return to Him to walk 
the road to Calvary.  As Christians, we are literally 
followers of Christ.  
     While this is my favorite time of our liturgical 
year and I am always moved by the faith of our 
parish family, I know every year is different.  We 
are different this year than we were last year and 
hopefully closer to God. If not, take this time as an 
invitation to come back; God never gives up on 
us.   Also know that we are never on this journey 
alone, even in the most difficult moments our Lord 
knows what it is like.  He wept at the death of his 
friend Lazarus last week, He knows what it is like 
to be betrayed and questioned at every turn. He 
knows what it is like to feel hungry or exhausted. 
And through it all encourages us to seek to do the 
will of the Father because He knows what His 
purpose is.  We are fully ourselves when we are 
doing what we were made for and only God 
knows what that is for each one of us.  During this 
Holy Week, let’s make the most of this time to 
make plenty of room for God and to challenge 
ourselves, so that He may continue the good work 
He has begun in us.  Have a blessed Holy Week 
& thank you for saying yes to God today!
