We presently run 3 round trips during the AM, 1 bus immediately after school and 1 late bus.

Note: Please note that the LIRR schedule is published through September 2nd, so there may be a slight 

adjustment to the schedule. Please check the published schedule and confirm the times with your child.  

Also, as we get the routine down, we may be able to make changes to tighten the bus service times.  

Student fares are currently offered by the LIRR, discount is offered for those purchasing a monthly ticket.

Please note, due to the number of students and size of the mini-bus, students must take the trip number that is 

assigned to their home location.  If a student misses the first trip of a time slot, they cannot assume that they can 

get on the second trip, as the bus may be filled, and the school will not be responsible for their transportation at 



 

 

that point.
