Third Sunday of Lent

Dear Friends in Christ,

In John’s Gospel in chapter 18:12-27 we are invited
to enter into the High Priest’s Courtyard and
witness something tragic and amazing. There is a
great contrast in this moment of the Lord’s Passion
between Jesus and religious authorities and Jesus
and Peter.

Let us take Peter’s actions and words first. We
would hope that Peter’s great faith is on display.
After all, he is the “rock” upon which Christ will
build His Church. So we see that, Peter said to
him, “Master, why can’t | follow you now? | will lay
down my life for you.” Jesus answered, “Will you
lay down your life for me? Amen, amen, | say to
you, the cock will not crow before you deny me
three times.” | think it is no coincidence that in
praying the Stations of the Cross we pray to the
Lord who fell under the weight of the cross three
times and the corresponding denials of Peter.
Peter’s first denial is in his violent defense of Christ
when he cut off the right ear. Jesus said that this is
the “cup” of suffering which he must drink. Peter
could not understand this willingness to suffer so
that sins might be forgiven. This stubbornness of
heart in Peter led him to deny Jesus two more
times when he denied ever knowing the Christ.
Immediately a cock crowed and Peter wept bitterly
with his sins.

In between Peter’s denials is the questioning of the
religious authorities. They would not recognize
“truth” even if it sat before them. Even in the
midst of such hostility with someone striking our
Lord on the face, Jesus remains composed. Truth
will never be changed. God is love and no matter
what might happen Jesus will suffer for us out of
love for us. Truth can be denied, accepted, or
guestioned. With Jesus in the Lord’s passion we
see clearly that the truth does not change. We are
called to love God and our neighbor as Christ has
loved us.

Beacons of Lightis a multiyear process of pastoral planning for the Archdiocese of Cincinnati. Rooted
in prayer, groupings of parishes will come together as one faith community. These new Families of
Parishes will be stronger together, focused more on mission than on maintenance. In the Families of
Parishes we will grow closer to God, follow Jesus through the power of the Holy Spirit and radiate
Christ in our lives.

1. Eucharist: The Mass is the source and summit of the whole Christian life. Accordingly, the
Eucharist is the essential moment for building up and strengthening the parish community, along
with the sacraments and other celebrations of the paschal mystery — the passion, death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ.

2. Church: Each of us is called to actively participate as a member of a parish, the Universal Church
and our local Church, led by our archbishop. Parishes continually deepen the bonds of
communion with other parishes.

3. Leadership: Pastors, in collaboration with parochial vicars, deacons and lay ministers, according
to their proper roles and charisms, share responsibility for pastoral leadership. The spiritual,
physical and mental health and ongoing support of ordained and lay leaders is vital for Families of
Parishes.

4. Stewardship: Families of Parishes are communities of grateful disciples. Recognizing God's gifts,
they use their talents, skills and resources to build up the Church and live as Christ's body in the
world.

5. Evangelization: As centers of missionary outreach, Families of Parishes find new ways to foster
discipleship among all the baptized. Schools, religious education, faith formation and indeed the
domestic Church itself are centers of this essential work.

6. Love in Action: Families of Parishes will be communities of charity and justice, serving those most
in need and working to change systems that oppress and marginalize.
