Try to identify the single
experience in which God might have been
trying to speak to you through an event or
person with which you dealt.

Ask For Peace. Pray for God'’s forgiveness
for any wrong you committed (against God
Himself, another person, or even yourself)

and ask to be filled with His Abiding Mercy.

. Embrace Your Freedom. Speak to God

about how He is inviting you to choose to
change your life, and be free to be a
better version of yourself.

Remember Others. Lift up to God anyone
you feel called to pray for today, ask for them
God'’s blessing and guidance in whatever
they may be facing at this time.

. Now Pray As Jesus Taught. SLOWLY
