Dear Parishioners of St. Mark and St. Martin of Tours,

For two years now, our Pastoral Council, Fr. Boedeker and I have been evaluating how we
currently employ the limited resources of our parishes in the most responsible manner to
better proclaim the Gospel of Christ in this corner of St. Louis County. The continued
repairs and maintenance of our multiple parish plants are proving to be untenable, as major
expenses arise every week at one or more of our parish sites. This discussion has been
challenging to say the least; however, this past week, I was notified by the Archdiocesan
Office of Buildings and Real Estate that an initial solution is now at hand.

As you may be aware, negotiations between St. Mark Parish, the Archdiocese, and the Air
National Guard for the sale of the property at the former St. Bernadette Parish have been
pending for months. Today, we can announce the St. Bernadette property, including the
former rectory, school, fields and a portion of the parking lot, but not the former Parish
church itself, has been sold to the Air National Guard.

As churches are more than mere buildings, I wish to acknowledge that, as sacred spaces
where families and communities have gathered for generations, they take on a life of their
own. The church at St. Bernadette will continue to be available for funerals, weddings,
baptisms, and the celebration of Holy Mass on her patronal feast day. Any future sale of
this church, or any other sanctuary, will require a formal canonical process which would
declare that such a building may be used for profane (secular) but not sordid purposes.

I must state clearly that the use of the proceeds of this sale may be used to support any of
the other three sites of St. Mark Parish; however, it is not permissible for these funds to be
used for St. Martin of Tours Parish, following the successful appeal of Archbishop
Rozanski’s initial decree of May 2023.

In consultation with the Pastoral Council and Finance Council of St. Mark, decisions about
how we begin to address the pressing maintenance needs as well as the investment of funds
will be made.

May all our patron saints, Andrew, Bernadette, Matthias, Mark & Martin pray for us!
