PASTOR®S
PERSPECTIVE

This week’s parable from the Gospel of Luke
presents a glaring and disconcerting contrast:
in the earthly realm wanton excesses exist
while abject poverty is seen in plain sight—
and in eternity the tables are turned as there is
consolation for the victimized poor one,
Lazarus, = with intense suffering for the
oblivious rich man.

As I read this story — it is easy to see how the
nameless rich man is condemned for his
ridiculous excess and oblivious neglect of the
dying man at his door.

In a mosaic found in our Cathedral Basilica on
Lindell, the priest at the altar faces an image of
the Last Judgement and the fate of those who
fail to learn love in their lives on earth.

In this instance, you see people clothed, not in
fine purple and linen, but rather shrouded in
black and gray descending into Hell.

The place to which they go is not a furnace of
eternal flame as described today, but rather an
underworld of ice and snow, frozen and dark.

There is no possibility of identification for the
damned — their faces are hidden and their
unique individuality lost.

The imagery here comes from the 13th Century
Italian poet Dante in The Divine Comedy.

To consistently refuse compassion, patience,
charity and Christ-like love causes the loss of
our humanity, our individual identity as a child
of God and a disciple of Christ.

This cold Hell results from overwhelming self
centered refusal of the warmth of love.

Pray there is never need for us to hear
Abraham’s chilling message addressed to us:

“If you do not listen to Moses and the
prophets, then neither will you be persuaded
even if someone should rise from the dead.”
