PASTOR’S
PERSPECTIVE

This week, once more back to a normal regimen
at the Pastoral Office, we saw the return of
questions arising from our unique situation as two
separate communities who share their clergy and
staff, while encouraging an active cooperation in
many areas of our Catholic Life.

A St. Mark parishioner asked about the separation
of the Finances of the two parishes.

Confusion arose over a new St. Mark’s “Special
Monthly Offering” envelope which has been
added this month to assist with any extraordinary
maintenance projects for St. Mark’s multiple
parish properties.
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The questioner was concerned that St. Mark’s
funds could somehow be used for St. Martin’s
“Capital Campaign Prevention Fund” (CCPF)
earmarked for St. Martin’s current infrastructure
repairs.

CAPITAL CAMPRIGN PREVENTION FUND

The person was assured that such is not the case
— St. Mark does not pay St. Martin’s expenses,
nor does St. Martin fund St. Mark’s.

Prior to September 2025, St. Martin once had a
“Special Monthly Offering” envelope, however
when the “CCPF” envelope was added at St.
Martin, the other monthly envelope was replaced.

Back in November 2025, I made a point of
publicly thanking some members of St. Mark’s
Parish, who on their own initiative, made large
gifts to help St. Martin’s with its Phase I repairs.

While personal donations from whatever source
are much appreciated, each parish strictly
maintains its separated funding in all areas.

This was a good question and I hope this clarifies

the issue.
