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For January, we resume our lessons to 
complete the holiness theme. Our next two 
subjects: Is Sainthood actually possible? 
What does a Saint look like today?

Is Sainthood actually possible? 
The goal of this session is to make sainthood 
seem achievable. Being encouraged to become 
a Saint can feel like being encouraged to win 
an Oscar or a Super Bowl. 

The aim of this particular session is to help 
teens move sainthood away from the realm of 
mythology and back to actuality. 

Everyone desires practical steps, so we will 
explore the four things all saints do. By the 
end of this session, your group should be 
familiar with these four habits; 1) Service, 2) 
Community, 3) Sacraments, and 4) Prayer.

What does as Saint look like today? The goal 
of this session is the hope for teens to be sent 
on their your way to becoming the saint we 
are called to be! We are going to dive into the 
heart of the matter–intimacy with God. 

Sainthood is all about having a deep, 
personal relationship with Jesus that flows 
into your daily life. We need to recognize our 
total dependence on him in order to fulfill the 
unique mission he gives us.

Our third night in January will be dedicated to 
understand the purpose of Eucharistic Adoration. 

The lesson “In the Midst” has the goal to help 
teens recognize that silence and stillness are 
essential to finding Christ in the midst of the 
chaos and storms of their lives.
