PASTOR'S WEEKLY MESSAGE | Mensaje del Párroco
5th Sunday in Ordinary Time, Year A, February 05, 2023

Today is Diocesan Services Fund (DSF) 2023 Commitment 
Sunday. Our parish commitment is $158,000. You must have 
received a letter from our archbishop with a commitment card. 
We have commitment cards in the pews today. I urge you to 
generously support the DSF and encourage every parishioner's 
participation. I would like to share with you the message of our 
archbishop, Cardinal DiNardo on the DSF.

A Message from Cardinal DiNardo
Dear friends in Christ,
One of the most frequent questions we receive is “why do we 
have the Diocesan Services Fund?” The answer is simple – be-
cause we are Catholic, and we are called to serve one another.

The Diocesan Services Fund allows the Archdiocese of Galves-
ton-Houston to support 64 ministries that no one parish can con-
duct on its own. Through your support, together we can more 
fully live out the Gospel message of Jesus Christ by serving the 
poor, the sick, the homeless, and the forgotten; we can educate 
future generations of faithful and flourishing Catholics through 
our schools; we can prepare our seminarians for the priesthood 
and support our clergy as they ministry to the 1.7 million Catho-
lics in the Archdiocese; and we can help to nurture holy families 
that bring the love of God into each of our homes and our com-
munities.God, who is truly the strength of our hearts, calls us 
through His son Jesus to love and serve joyfully.

In today’s gospel (Matthew 5:13-16), Christ described his dis-
ciples as salt of the earth and light of the world. Salt is a highly 
valued commodity among all people. In the time of Christ, salt 
was related to purity because of its whiteness. It was also a 
preservative, and it lends flavor to food. By the same token, 
the Christian is called to be pure and holy. As salt is used to 
preserve meat and food items at the time of Christ, so is the 
Christian called to preserve and keep the world from moral and 
spiritual decay. The Christian is also to sweeten or add flavor to 
the community in which they live. They are to put smiles on the 
faces of people around them with the message that Jesus loves 
and cares for them.

Light is such an eloquent symbol that all the world's 
religious traditions have appealed to it. The psalmist 
says that the just man is a light in darkness to the 
upright (Psalm 111). Jesus described himself as the 
light of the World: “As long as I am in the world, I am 
the light of the world” (John 9:5). By saying “You are 
the light of the world” in today’s gospel, Jesus wants 
us to be what he is to the world. A light is meant to be 
seen. For it to be light, it must be visible. Therefore, 
the Christian must be visible not just in the church but 
in the larger society. Wishing you a blessed week!

Así como 
la sal se usa para conservar la carne y los alimentos en el tiempo 
de Cristo, así también el cristiano está llamado a preservar y man-
tener al mundo de la decadencia moral y espiritual. El cristiano 
también debe endulzar o agregar sabor a la comunidad en la que 
vive. Deben poner sonrisas en los rostros de las personas que los 
rodean con el mensaje de que Jesús los ama y cuida.

La luz es un símbolo tan elocuente que todas las tradi-
ciones religiosas del mundo le han apelado. El salmista 
dice que el hombre justo es una luz en tinieblas para 
los rectos (Salmo 111). Jesús se describió a sí mismo 
como la luz del mundo: "Mientras yo esté en el mundo, 
yo soy la luz del mundo" (Juan 9:5). Al decir "Tú eres 
la luz del mundo" en el evangelio de hoy, Jesús quiere 
que seamos lo que él es para el mundo. Una luz está 
destinada a ser vista. Para que sea luz, debe ser visi-
ble. Por lo tanto, el cristiano debe ser visible no sólo en 
la iglesia, sino en la sociedad en general. ¡Les deseo 
una semana bendecida!
