Class Expectations

1.  Students are expected to complete all work/assignments in the timeframe given.  If a student is absent, they will be allowed to turn in assignments and homework when they return.   
2.  Course grades will an average on test scores, projects, and homework.  
3.  Homework is not graded individually, but will count towards the final grade for each term.  For example, if there are 15 homework assignments in a term and a student only turns in 10 homeworks; their homework grade will be a 10 out of 15.  This score will be averaged into the final grade for each term.  
4. Homework will be given during the week and on weekends (very sparingly).  It is always a review of what was covered in class.  
5. Tests will be given at the end of each unit.  They will consist of multiple choice questions and short responses.  Students will have the opportunity to complete test corrections to improve their grade.  However, their test must be signed by a parent in order for me to accept the test corrections.  Directions for test corrections are posted on the class website under the class resources tab.  
6. Projects will be assigned as well.  All projects may be done as a group or individually.  Rubrics will be handed out for each project so students will be aware of what is expected.  Rubrics will also be posted on the class website.  Due dates will be posted on the website as well.  
7. There will be a final for the 7th grade class only.  Final will cover the material covered throughout the year.  Students will be given a study packet to help review.  I will also post every test from the school year on the class website.
