The message must fit within the boundaries shown on the SAMPLE PAGE, which is on the back of this letter. Please use the
sample page, as only a guide when setting up the message. DO NOT PASTE your message directly onto the sample page.
It must be submitted on plain white paper and fit within the dimensions shown above and the message must be in portrait
format. NO TAPE can be visible. Please place all tape on the back of any picture. All messages must be received in
hardcopy — no emailed messages.

The publishing company is very strict with copyright laws. NO trademark pictures can be used. Examples given of things to
avoid are: Olympic rings, anything Disney, sports logos, board game logos, company logos. Ways to include them are to alter
the image to make it your own: change the color, the font, the style. If you include a quote, you must give credit to the author.

When you submit your message, be sure to indicate if the message is “camera ready” or if you need it to be formatted.
Parents have the used the website CANV A to assist in formatting your ads. It is very user friendly and free. Please make
sure if you need us to make the message camera ready that the number of pictures you include is reasonable based on the size
of the message page you have ordered.

Samples of prior year’s yearbook will be available for review at the January 20" Mothers’ Club graduation meeting and past
yearbooks will also be available for review in the vestibule of the school at the greeter’s desk beginning today. You will
notice that the yearbook company adds a border around the outside to each yearbook message. Please keep this in mind when
designing your message.
