First Sunday in October
That on this Respect Life Sunday, all people will protect the life and well-being of each individual as made in the image and likeness of God, let us pray to the Lord:

For those challenged with physical, mental, or emotional disabilities, may we all recognize that every person is a good and perfect gift and treat them with love, dignity and respect, let us pray to the Lord:


Second Sunday in October
For all gathered here; may we recognize and value each individual’s varied abilities and God-given gifts, we pray to the Lord:


Third Sunday in October
For parents of children with disabilities, may the Lord fill their hearts with peace and help them to trust in His loving path for their child’s life, we pray to the Lord:


Fourth Sunday in October
For individuals with disabilities and all who care for them, that they may find strength in the love of God and all those around them, we pray to the Lord:


Fifth Sunday in October
That each of us may more clearly see Jesus in all persons, including persons with physical and intellectual disabilities or mental illness, we pray to the Lord:

That each of us might discover Jesus in all we those meet, we pray to the Lord.
