On the fifth bead, say the Glory Be, then announce which set
of mysteries is said that day, say the first mystery, and then
the Our Father.

Go to the main part of the rosary. While fingering each of
the ten beads of the decade, say a Hail Mary while
meditating on the mystery. Then on the single bead, say a
Glory Be.

After the Glory Be, announce the next mystery, say the Our
Father, and then continue in the same way as before until
each of the five mysteries of the selected group or decades
is said.

On the medal at the end, say the Glory Be, then say the Hail,
Holy Queen.
