We all know what the Liturgy of the Word is: On any given Sunday in Ordinary Time, the first reading is drawn
from the Old Testament to complement the Gospel reading. This is followed by a Responsorial Psalm that is our
direct “response” to the first reading. The second reading is drawn from the New Testament, which leads to the
highest point of the Liturgy of the Word: the reading of the Gospel. We hear all of these out loud, every Sunday.
However, there is another important part of the Mass that oftentimes gets overlooked, and those are the Mass
Propers.

The text of the Mass Propers change with the daily readings and are composed of the Introit (entrance) antiphon, the
Gradual (we use the Responsorial Psalm in its place), the Alleluia, the Offertory antiphon, and the Communion
antiphon. These antiphons are usually psalms or short excerpts from scripture chosen specifically for us to fully
understand and meditate on the Liturgy of the Word. Thankfully at our parish, we get to hear most of these
antiphons at Daily Mass. However, on Sundays, even though we do proclaim the communion antiphon, we replace
the Introit and Offertory antiphons with hymns. But what if we actually participated in praying with all these
Propers every Sunday, and instead of singing at Mass, we can sing the Mass?

In August of last year, we changed the tune of the Kyrie, Gloria, Sanctus, and Agnus Dei. These are the texts of the
Mass that don’t change called the Mass Ordinary. And even when we changed the tune to these, we all made the
effort of learning it, and now the congregation can be heard singing the Ordinary from all corners of the church.
Why can’t we do the same with the Mass Propers? This is not to say that we’ll do away with hymns, because, when
chosen correctly, the hymns will often reflect the Propers and the Liturgy of the Word. Instead, we can make the
same effort that we did to learn the new settings for the Mass Ordinary to then learn a handful of chant modes to
proclaim and sing the Mass Propers.

Last week, Father David wrote about fully participating in the Mass. Why not take this step in fully participating?
Singing the Mass is not just reserved for the cantor or the choir. It is meant for full participation by all members of
the church. Participating in the Mass does not mean just showing up to sit, stand, and kneel at the right times, but to
fully live out the Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist, which includes proclaiming the Ordinary
and the Propers. Luckily for us, our Source and Summit Missal provides the Propers for every Sunday integrated in
the correct spots within the order of the Mass. When you hear the cantor begin these antiphons, try to fully enter into
prayer and participate in chanting alongside them.
