Last week we highlighted the importance of the Mass Propers as a text that further deepens our meditation and 
understanding of the Liturgy of the Word during Mass. But what if we wanted to go deeper, and continue this 
meditation beyond the Mass?  

"And I tell you, ask and you will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you.” (Lk 
11:9) 

If you are seeking more from the Mass, or really just seeking to deepen your prayer life, perhaps the Divine Of-
fice, also known as the Liturgy of the Hours, could be what you seek. Now, I’m sure most of you reading this are 
already familiar with what the Liturgy of the Hours is, but just in case you aren’t, a quick summary would be that 
they are “the daily prayer of the Church, marking the hours of each day and sanctifying the day with prayer. The 
Hours are a meditative dialogue on the mystery of Christ, using scripture and prayer.” (USCCB, “Liturgy of the 
Hours”)  

Why is this important in continuing your newly ignited prayer of the Mass? That’s a great question. The Divine 
Office is called the Liturgy of the Hours, for a reason. It is a continuation of the Liturgy of the Word, and ultimate-
ly a continuation of the Liturgy of the Eucharist through the scripture texts and prayers embedded in each of the 
hours. Therefore, praying the Liturgy of the Hours is an extension of the Mass itself, which is the highest form of 
prayer within the Church.  

When we pray the Liturgy of the Hours, we are not only deepening our own personal prayer life, but we are unit-
ing ourselves with the Universal Church by lending our lips to the angelic choirs to continue Christ’s true prayer 
both in us and for us. By doing so, we are quite literally praying the same prayers of the Holy Father, the Saints 
who have gone before us, and, most especially, Jesus Christ himself.
