Feedback from a Chapter. 
We support and agree with the feedback already provided in the proposed draft in sections 1, 2, 3 and 5.
For section 4, we understand and agree that the Master wishes Laity to use the same terms as the Friars, and to view ourselves as more than a 'group' but rather, truly as brothers and sisters.  
We propose inclusive language; there doesn't seem to be a term that includes both men and women.  Would the Master consider another term?
Two other points:
First:
Section IV:  A: Eligibility:
Previously the PD stated one must be 18 and older (a legal adult) and a practicing Catholic for at least two years before making a first profession.  It also indicated one would need to be a baptized and confirmed Catholic.  This new version doesn't mention being Catholic at all.  Is this assumed, or should it be clearly stated?
Second:
VII  Nominations and Elections:
We think items 3 and 6 are in conflict.   For example, there are points in one's life where one feels, “called” that can happen within a fraternity.  When one feels called to serve as an officer.  (6 prohibits saying yes to that call)  
If others who voting see that same calling in the person (the work of the Holy Spirit) then that person would be voted in, (and if not that person wouldn't be elected anyway) AND, while in voting one is forced to vote for someone else (3 and 6) is also denying the Holy Spirit.
Overall, everything looks very good. Great work on the revisions and thank you for the opportunity to send comments.  We greatly appreciate the inclusion and the consideration of our input.
