SECOND READING 1 Corinthians 12:3b-7, 12-13
The Corinthians had inquired as to which gift of the
Holy Spirit was greater than another and became con-
cerned about their own image and status. St. Paul un-
dermines any spiritual elitism by reminding them that
they had all made this baptismal confession, “Jesus is
Lord.” (Romans 10:9). The diversity of the Church is
rooted in its unity. The Spirit is within the Church and
we are called to share a common existence in Christ.

GOSPEL John 15:26-27; 16:12-15

One of the functions of the Holy Spirit will be to
continue the witness of Christ. The disciples too, by
living the life which Christ has made possible - by be-
ing the Church; the continuation of Christ in this
world - will be a continuing witness to His work.

The witness of the disciples is also the witness of the
Spirit (Acts 5:32) since it is the Spirit sent by the Son
from the Father who is the “soul” of the Church.

The glorification which the Son has from the Father
and which is, in turn, the glorification of the Father, is
continued in the Church through the activity of the
Holy Spirit which continues the work of Christ. As the
existence of the Church is the result of the shared life
of the Father and the Son (John 3:35; 5:20; 10:30), so its
continuance is the result of the shared life of the Son

The Trinity: Three Persons in One God
We begin every Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass, which commemorates the Passion
and Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ as celebrated at the Last

Supper the night  before He Died for our sins, with a citation
from St. Paul's second letter to the Corinthians 13: 14, "The grace
of the Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God and the fellowship of
the Holy Spirit be with you all." The central Mystery of the Catho-
lic Faith is that God is a Trinity, Three Divine Persons in One God
(One Substance).

The Spiritual Gifts are powerful instruments of the work of the
Spirit in the Church. St. Paul wrote, "No one can say 'Jesus is Lord'
except in the Holy Spirit. There are different gifts but the same
Spirit; there are different ministries but the same Lord; there are
different works but the same God who accomplishes all of them in
everyone. To each person the manifestation of the Spirit is given

for the common good.

Cristobal Magallanes was born in 1869 in
the Archdiocese of Guadalajara. During his
priesthood, a constitution banned the
training of priests. So, in 1915 Father
Magallanes opened his own small
seminary in Totatiche and soon had more
than a dozen students.

On May 21, 1927, he and 21 other priests
and three lay Catholics were executed. His
last words to his executioners were, “/ die
innocent, and ask God that my blood may
serve to unite my Mexican brethren.” www.rcl.com

Saint Toribio Romo, In the American
Southwest in the early 1980’s. Jesus Buendia
Gaytan was lost, exhausted from the heat
and with no water, a truck approached

Jesus. Out of the truck emerged a blue-eyed
Mexican man in his 20s, who offered Jesus
water and food and told him of a place to get
work. When Jesus asked the stranger what
he wanted for payment, the young, man told
him to look for him at a small church in the
town of Santa Ana de Guadalupe in Jalisco where he served as a
parish priest. Years later, Jesus did just that and was amazed to
see the picture of the man hanging over the altar of town’s
church. The man had died some 50 years before their desert
