We hear a familiar story in the 
Gospel this week about the rich 
man and Lazarus. The story is 
about how the rich man failed to 
help Lazarus during his lifetime, 
and how he is unable to find any 
relief. His fate was sealed upon 
his death. When asking that his 
living relatives be warned, Jesus 
tells the rich man that his relatives 
have all the tools necessary 
already, they only need to listen 

and act.

With the 
economy moving at a heightened pace, and with the 
abundance of government stimulus, food pantries and 
agencies that service the poor and afflicted saw a decrease in 
those seeking services.
