From the Desk of Fr. Beckman:

=% | October is Respect Life Month and this particular
= October of 2025, on Monday the 20th, we’ll be re-
by membering the 50th Anniversary of Fr. Ray Her-
man’s martyrdom with a Mass in which we have
invited Archbishop Tom Zinkula as the celebrant. Fr. Ray was
martyred in Morochata, Bolivia on October 20, 1975 as he lay
sleeping in his bed. That evening he had dedicated a hospital he
had renovated from an old building. Loras College made a DVD
on the 25th Anniversary of his martyrdom in the year 2000, which
I am happy to show, or borrow out, to anyone who would like to
learn more about his life and ministry in Bolivia.

We will also be holding our second Journey In Faith archdiocesan
pastoral planning meetings. St. Patrick’s in Winthrop will hold
theirs on Wednesday, October 1st at 7:00 in the church and St.
John’s in Independence will hold theirs on Sunday, October 19th
after the 10:00 Mass. After reviewing the materials on the website
at dbgjourneyinfaith.org anyone can make helpful suggestions,
offer constructive feedback, or provide brilliant ideas by clicking
on the FEEDBACK FORM link. Otherwise, after each parish
meeting our local JIF team members will send in the feedback
discussed at the meeting.

Each age worldwide has its great debate, its great struggle on be-
half of the key rights of society’s most forgotten or helpless indi-
viduals from slavery to ethnic cleansing, from the holocaust to the
way we treated indigenous people, and from today’s issues of
abortion and euthanasia to human trafficking. An important meas-
ure of decency and goodness of any society is its respect for the
life and dignity of the people within it.

Abortion is the leading cause of death in the United States, leav-
ing heart disease a distant second. Why does the most dangerous
place on earth for a baby have to be in the womb of its
mother? Drowning, SIDS, Fire, Accidents, all of these combined
do not take more lives than abortion does.

Abortion is the issue of the day where an entire class of people,
the unborn, have been denied their humanity, completely. The
consequence of legalized abortion since (1973) in the United
States alone has been well over 63 million deaths. The National
Right to Life Committee (NRLC), the nation's oldest pro-life or-
ganization, estimates that 63,459,781 abortions have taken place
since 1973. That estimate was gathered by tracking data from the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and the
Guttmacher Institute, which previously served as a research arm
of the nation's preeminent abortion provider, Planned Parenthood.
At the moment of conception, a distinct human life begins and
that’s a scientific fact. A baby is a baby no matter how small.

The Catholic Church has always condemned abortion as a
grave evil. Christian writers from the first-century author of the
Didache to Pope John Paul II in his encyclical Evangelium Vitae
(“The Gospel of Life”’) have maintained that the Bible, God’s
holy word, forbids abortion just as it forbids murder. To be con-
tinued.

Journey torenewal and growth for parish life. Based on survey responses from
in Faith more than 22,000 parishioners and additional parish data, proposed pas-
torate models have been prepared to encourage prayer, listening, and dia-
logue. You can view these proposed models at dbgjourneyinfaith.org.

This September, parishioners were invited to attend one of 34 Regional Journey in Faith In-
formation Sessions. The next step will be our local parish meetings.

St. John’s Parish will be hosting local meetings on Sunday, October 19th, after the 10:00
am Mass and on Sunday, November 9th, after the 10:00 am Mass.

St. Patrick’s Parish will be hosting a local meeting on Tuesday, November 4, at 7:00 pm.

Please plan to attend. Additional resources and online feedback opportunities are available
at dbgjourneyinfaith.org.

What are these meetings?

Each parish will be holding two local input sessions for parishioners about the Journey in
Faith process and proposed models for their parish. These meetings are a follow up to the
information released on September 2nd and the regional meeting #1 which was held in 34
locations throughout the archdiocese in September.

When and where are the meetings?

Every parish in the archdiocese will be hosting meeting #2 from late September through
October and meeting #3 from late October through November 15th. Please see the dates
and times listed above.

What is the difference between meeting #2 and meeting #3?

Parish Session #2 offers parishioners the chance to reflect on and engage in discussion on
the strengths and challenges of each model, sharing their own experiences and insights
while also listening to the perspectives of others.

Parish Session #3 invites parishioners to look ahead and reflect on “where do we feel called
to belong in a pastorate”, creating space to consider the proposed models, share new ideas
and models, and discern together the future of our parish communities.

How can I prepare for these meetings?

v/ Spend time in prayer, especially invoking the Holy Spirit for guidance and wisdom.
v Review the FAQs, maps, and other resources found at dbgjourneyinfaith.org.

v Consider what your thoughtful verbal feedback will be at the meetings concerning the
proposed pastorate models and other ideas/suggestions you want to share.

v/ Submit feedback and questions via the feedback form on the website through Novem-
ber 21st or take written letters to your parish office to be uploaded for you.

Why should I attend?

Journey in Faith is about setting forth a course to have vibrant and sustainable parishes fo-
cused on evangelization for the next 25+ years. This is your opportunity to be engaged and
offer valuable feedback and information which will be considered prior to decisions being
made by Archbishop Zinkula in the Spring of 2026.
