FRANCISCAN CORNER 

On Tuesday, January 5, the church celebrates the 

feast of an American saint, John Neumann, Bishop 

of Philadelphia. In 1855, while meeting with the 

Pope, he indicated he wanted to introduce Ger-

man Dominican Sisters into the Philadelphia dio-

cese.  The Pope, a Franciscan tertiary, recommend-

ed he found a new congregation and that it should 

be Franciscan.  Upon returning to his room, a letter 

awaited him, informing him of three women in 

Philadelphia who wished to become Franciscans. 

Thus, the Sisters of St. Francis of Philadelphia came 

into being.  In 1885, these Sisters arrived in Baker 

City, Oregon. In 1890, they opened St. Joseph Or-

phanage in Spokane, and in 1951, opened St. 

Charles School.  These Sisters continue to minister 

in Spokane with a small spiritual center, The Little 

Portion, housed here at St. Charles.  Check out
