POLICIES AND GENERAL INFORMATION

A “Practicing Catholic” is a person who is making a good faith
effort to live as a faithful follower of Christ throughout the
week; and participates regularly in Sunday Eucharist.
Practicing Catholics raise their children in the faith of the
church after having them baptized within a few months of their
birth. These are Catholics who have shortcomings and
failings like anyone else, but who turn to God in prayer for
help, and who frequent the sacrament of the Penance.

A practicing Catholic “in good standing” simply means that you
are regularly attending Mass, You tithe to your home parish
regularly by making the use of the parish “online giving” portal
or through the use of parish envelopes, and lastly , that you
strive to participate in the life of the parish by attending parish
life functions or with volunteering service hours to the parish.

Baptizing Infants & Children: Children who will grow up with
at least one practicing Catholic parent/guardian are ordinarily
baptized as soon as possible after birth. We offer a baptismal
preparation program for parents who are baptizing their first
child. Participation is required for Catholic parents and is
encouraged for first time godparents. Because the role of a
godparent is to be a model of Catholic faith, he/she must be a
confirmed Catholic, 18 or over, who is practicing the faith.
Practicing Catholic parents who are already raising a child in
the faith of the church need only call the office to arrange the
baptism of another child. If there are any special
circumstances involved, please contact Fr. Francis. We
celebrate baptisms as requested one month in advance. The
form to request a baptism is found on our webpage or at the
parish office.

Baptizing children of catechetical age: Unbaptized school
aged children are eligible to participate in a special program
which will prepare them to be baptized, confirmed, and
admitted to Holy Communion at the Easter Vigil. They may
celebrate these sacraments if they are at least 7+ years old.
These children are prepared for their first confession as soon
as possible following their initiation. These children must have
a parent or guardian who is practicing the faith and brings
them to Mass and classes every week.
