A “Practicing Catholic” is a person who is making a good faith effort
to live as a faithful follower of Christ throughout the week; and
participates regularly in Sunday Eucharist. Practicing Catholics raise
their children in the faith of the church after having them baptized
within a few months of their birth. These are Catholics who have short-
comings and failings like anyone else, but whe turn to Ged in prayer for
help, and who frequent the sacrament of the Penance.

The Christian Initiation of Adults involves participation in our OCIA
Program. Beginning in September, we normally meet on Wednesdays
from 6-8:30pm. We serve a meal and childcare is available. For those
who were baptized as Protestants, initiation consists of a Profession of
Faith, Confirmation, and admission to Holy Communion normally on
Holy Thursday. Those who have never been baptized celebrate the
sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist at the Easter Vigil
on Hely Saturday night. You can begin OCIA at any point during the year
by attending Mass regularly and making an inguiry to our Religious Edu-
cation Director, Rolando Benites rbenites@standrewmoore.com

The Confirmation of young people is ordinarily celebrated for
Baptized persons who have completed the fifth grade. The archbishop
comes every other year to confer this important sacrament on those
who have been faithfully participating in religious education programs,
who attend Mass each Sunday, and who have completed the Preparing
for Confirmation. Participation in this program presumes that
participants are seeking the grace of the Holy Spirit so they may more
fully practice their Catholic faith. For meore information contact our

Preparation for First Penance and First Communion are two
related but distinct programs for baptized children who are at least in
the second grade. Church law requires that children ordinarily
celebrate their first confession right after completing the Penance
program and before beginning the First Communion Program. There
are extraordinary circumstances under which a child who has not yet
celebrated penance may be prepared for and receive their first
communion, but only after consultation between parents and pastor.
These programs are for children who have been and who will continue
to be active participants in our religious education program, and who
have been and will continue to be faithful participants in Sunday Mass.
